D. For vendor payments; and
E. For payment of bond principal, bond interest and a fiscal agent service charge

from the debt redemption fund.

WHEREAS, The County Board shall annually delegate the authority to make electronic
funds transfers to the County Treasurer and the County Treasurer may designate
Treasurer, Auditor, Payroll and Health and Human services staff to initiate electronic
funds transfers.

THEREFORE, BE lT RESOLVED, that the Aitkin County Board delegates the authority to
make electronic funds transfers to the Aitkin County Treasurer and for the County
Treasurer to designate county staff to make electronic funds transfers for the year 2021.

BE lT FURTHER RESOLVED, that the County Treasurer will

proper approval including confirmation of transaction;
C. Provide a list of all transactions made by electronic fund transfer to the County
