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Paddle the Ripple River

[The scenic Ripple River flows north into Aitkin through what is called the Ripple River Chain of Lakes.
The Ripple River can be a fairly quick moving river in spots especially during high water periods, though
there are no rapids to navigate or portage. The name is derived by the many “ripples” so it is a fun and
easy paddle for the experienced and non-experienced alike. Wildlife is abundant. Public accesses are
ocated at Elm Island, Ripple and Hanging Kettle Lakes as well as the Aitkin City Park and Aitkin County
ICampground on the Mississippi River, both in the City of Aitkin. The Hickory, Pine and Farm Island Lake
route is very scenic and on some of the area’s premier fishing lakes.
